4. Provide technical assistance for implementation of the NUHM and its goals at center, and in 
states, as may be agreed upon from time to time  

5. Evolving mechanism for engaging with Not For Profit and Private Sector. 
6. Mobilizing technical assistance inputs for MOH&FW for preparation of Terms of Reference, 

inviting proposals/ application etc. 
7. Undertake other assignments, which may be assigned from time to time by the Reporting 

Officer.

 At least 5 years for Sr. Consultant and 2 years for Consultant - post qualification work 
experience in Health Systems Research or in Planning and implementation of service delivery.
